As we reflect on the past year, | am filled with immense pride and gratitude for what the United States equestrian community
has accomplished together.

U.S. equestrian athletes reached the pinnacle of global sport in 2025, topping FEI world rankings across multiple disciplines.
In eventing, Boyd Martin rose to world number one for the first time in his illustrious career — the first U.S. eventing rider to achieve
the feat in more than two decades — capping a season that included seven international victories. His standout performances
included an exceptional showing at the Defender Kentucky Three-Day Event in Lexington, where he finished second, sixth, and seventh in the CCI5*-L.

In para dressage, triple Paralympic gold medalist Fiona Howard became world number one across all grades in the FEI para dressage rankings in February.
Shortly thereafter, Kent Farrington climbed to the top of the FEI jumping world rankings. At the same time, vaulter Ana Schult secured the number one position in
the FEIl vaulting female world rankings, rounding out a remarkable season of U.S. success.

Demonstrating strength in depth, in March 2025, the U.S. Jumping Team won the Nations Cup CSI04* at the Winter Equestrian Festival in Wellington,
Florida. They topped the podium again at the Longines League of Nations™ in Ocala, Florida. They also excelled in Germany, winning the prestigious CHIO Aachen
Nations Cup CSI05* In Aachen, the U.S. Eventing Team also secured a podium finish in the CCl04*, claiming second place at one of the sport’s most competitive
international events.

Several Nations Cup appearances and European tours throughout 2025 gave developing athletes valuable experience, preparing them for future success.
The comprehensive US Equestrian (USEF) High Performance Pathway Programs spanning the seven FEI disciplines remain pivotal to the sustained success of
U.S. equestrian teams and the lasting health of our sport.

In addition to supporting our senior team athletes, we must equally double down on our support for emerging and developing athletes. In its inaugural year,
the United States Equestrian Team (USET) Foundation Performance Pathway Jumping Grant awarded a total of nearly $75,000 in direct grants to eight deserving
athletes, providing these promising riders with vital financial support to pursue career-enhancing opportunities.

These achievements are the result of extraordinary partnerships — between athletes and horses, coaches and support teams, and, importantly, between
the USET Foundation, USEF, and this passionate community. Your generosity fuels the training, preparation, and competitive opportunities that enable sustained
international success. Quite simply, excellence in equestrian sport is built over time and the victories would not happen without you.

Now, we look ahead with great excitement. In August, the world’s best horse-and-athlete combinations will gather at the FEI World Championships in
Aachen, Germany — one of the most iconic venues in our sport. We know our U.S. athletes, representing six of the seven high performance disciplines, will arrive
ready to compete with the determination and professionalism that have become their hallmark.

Beyond the World Championships, the horizon holds a meaningful milestone: the 2028 Olympic and Paralympic Games in Los Angeles and the once-in-
a-generation opportunity to compete on the greatest stage in sports on home soil. For our athletes, it represents the culmination of years of preparation and
ambition. For our supporters, it offers a chance to see the impact of their commitment realized.

Distinction in the global arena is never the result of a single ride, a single horse, or a single moment — it is the peak of dedication, partnership, and the
unwavering support of those who stand with us in our mission.

On behalf of the USET Foundation Board of Trustees, our athletes, and the entire high performance community, thank you for your belief and for the
vital role you play in sustaining U.S equestrian excellence. Together, we celebrate the achievements of the past year and move forward with confidence and
enthusiasm for what lies ahead.
